



Guidance For Students about Audio and Video Recording of Lectures
It is an important part of your professional development to understand, recognise and respect the legal rights of others when using their materials.
Recording by students
You must ask the permission of the lecturer before making any audio or video recording of a lecture, tutorial, demonstration, seminar or workshop.
(Students in possession of a disability passport please refer to the guidelines produced by study support) 

If you are given permission to record, the copyright of the recording belongs to the University and is for your personal academic use only. It must not be transmitted on the Internet or otherwise distributed. This includes sharing of the recording with other students without the permission of the lecturer

If you want to record a group discussion or seminar or lecture with audience participation you should also ask the permission of the group. You should indicate how the recording is to be used and for how long it will be kept.

Failure to comply with this guidance may result in disciplinary action by the UAL. Unauthorised recording and distribution of UAL lectures may result in civil or criminal proceedings being taken against you.
Recording of Lectures by the College 

From time to time a lecture that you are attending may be recorded so that it can be accessed via the Virtual Learning Environment (VLE). In these circumstances you will be informed before the session that the lecture is to be recorded and an area of the lecture theatre will be made available for students who do not wish to appear in the recording.

These lectures may be made available to you via the VLE in order to support your studies. You should note that the same copyright restrictions apply. The recordings remain the property of the University and may not be re-distributed.
